Note:Any Rider who is excluded from a round ( except for time ) cannot drop that
round. Also Round 6 Irish Experts cannot be dropped

If a tie exists, number of 157, then 2"'s, 3" etc

If a tie still exists best performance on last round either rider competed in.

If tie cannot be resolved 2 awards will be presented
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Time Limit
A Minimum time limit of 43 Hrs plus 3 Hr at one mark per minute will apply where there are less than 60
riders, otherwise a minimum of 5 Hrs plus 3 Hr should apply.

Bibs

To identify the rider's grade coloured bibs must be used at all Irish Championship Trials. They may be
purchased from a Trials Committee member prior to events.

Grade A - Blue. Grade B - Red. Grade €/ JA - Yellow Grade D / JB - Green.
Minders - Magenta/Purple

No points or awards for riders not displaying a bib.

Awards
1" Three in each grade will receive Irish Championship Medals. Gold, Silver & Bronze.

Yellow Card
Standing Regulations for Trials Rule 36.
Each Observer shall be issued with a "Yellow Card".
Any Rider or person with an interest in a Rider's performance who refuses to obey the instructions of the
Observer, or who behaves in a disorderly manner shall be shown the Yellow Card. The Observer shall fake a
note of the incident to be passed to the Clerk of the Course (COC). The rider must report fo the COC when
finished.
The Stewards of the Meeting will study and record the incident for possible disciplinary action.
Action: One Yellow Card will result in 20 marks added to score.
